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Short Biography of Major Solom on Azbite

Major Solomon Azbite, was born from his mother Mrs. Sirgute Hussen and father Lt. Azbite Wolde in
Harar, Ethiopia August 1957. At an early age, he moved to the capital Addis Ababa with his parents
and attended his elementary and high school at Tesfa kokeb & Addis ketema comprehensive
respectively & graduated in 1977.

While attending high school, Solomon was drawn in to the student political movement and made
significant contributions to the cause. Because of the circumstances at the time he joined the army
choosing to die fighting for his country.

Later, he joined the 21" Harrar academy course, and graduated in a short period of time and became
second lieutenant in 1978. Ethiopia was invaded by Somalian forces at the time, and Solomon was sent
to the battle front upon graduation.

Solomon served his beloved country as commanding officer for anti-air craft battalion of the 28
Mechanized Brigade, and later as operation officer of the brigade, while demonstrating his excellent
leadership in various battle fields with distinction.

Solomon went to the former Soviet Union for higher education in 1984, attended command & staff
course in the renowned Frunzi Military Academy and graduated with a master’s degree. After returning
from Moscow, he served as an operation officer to the central command until he left the Army.

On January 29, 1991 Solomon Azbite married his long time girlfriend Enanu Teshome and together have
one daughter, Lamrot Solomon. His love and respect for his wife and daughter was envied by everyone

around him.

Because of his love for electronics & to support his family, Solomon went to Necat Technical School and
graduated after he left the Army.

Solomon was diabetic and had kidney failure in November 2001, and came to Atlanta to get treatment.
After he received immediate treatment, he was told he needed dialysis and was on dialysis for eight
years before he died.

With all these medical problems including heart surgery, Solomon was determined to keep working and
provide for himself, leading a very independent life without any assistance.

After completing all the necessary immigration procedure, Solomon was waiting with a big hope to
unite with his beloved wife and daughter but he died unexpectedly at his place of work at Atlanta
International Airport on March 10/2010.

Solomon was courageous, fun to be with, and loved by his wife, daughter, all his family and friends. He
will always be in our hearts.
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
